This project was conceived and launched at the end of 1995 by Alessandro Gaoso and its implementation took place at the beginning of 1996.





We would like to thank you for the opportunity you give us to illustrate this project, which is already arising the interest of newspapers, magazines, televisions, sailing clubs and federal sailing organisations, as well as that of world, supported by the project’s application to participate at the paralympics as an experimental sport.





The enunciation of Homerus Project with the sub-title “Self-governing sailing for the blind”, is already by itself:


Something fantastic, because its strikes our imagination;


Something that, at first sight, seems paradoxically irrational, because cannot detect constraints of any sort;


Something that moves us, because we realise its human spirit.


The first school was created at lake Garda and supporter by CVG wehre Homerus is a non paying guest.


The success  was immediate and at the end of 2000 the taught blinds will be 80, coming from all Italy and one from Germany.


Also the presence of volunteers every week-end was great and generous and the request for voluntary work keeps growing.


Now radios, televisions, newspapers, unions, boards and federations are reporting and Alessandro Gaoso has been awarded with “Premio della Bontà Motta” and “Panathlon” later devolved to Homerus.


Thanks to donations to Homerus it will be possible to develop the ATNA device.


ATNA and the ultra sound device have priority and Homerus is already trying to establish right of way for blind governed vessels and the insertion of this new sport at the paraolympics.


This year we are focusing especially on the foreign countries, where like in Italy we will establish naval bases and Homerus schools, too.
